Divine springs
Fed by around thirty springs, Divonne-les-
Bains is known for the quality and freshness 
of its water, which flows at a constant 8°C 
year-round from the Emma, Vidart, Barbilaine 
and Ausone springs.
In the past, the Emma spring fed an 11 km-long 
Gallo-Roman aqueduct to Nyon. At the foot 
of Mont-Mussy, the Grande Source gives rise 
to the Divonne, a river that flows into Lake 
Geneva in Versoix.
From Roman times to the era of thermal baths, 
these springs trace the living history of 
the town.

The Gallo-Roman
Aqueduct
Built in 45 BC to supply the 
veterans’ colony founded by Julius 
Caesar, the aqueduct carried water 
from the springs of Divonne to 
Noviodunum (now Nyon), serving 
a population of nearly 25,000.
Part of it is visible on rue de 
l’Aqueduc since 2001, and a 
reconstruction is on display in the 
Jardin du Pont des Îles.

The brainchild of local painter and sculptor Jean Debaud, Lac de Divonne is a 45-hectare artificial 
lake created in 1964.
